Dear Councillor
I am a member of the [insert the name of your residents association e.g. Belmayne Resident’s Association] in your local electoral area. We are hoping you can assist us with some questions we have in relation to the implementation of the of the 2011 Multi Unit Development Act.

The MUD Act 2011 came into effect on April 1st, as you may know. One of the stipulations of the Act is that all common areas in developments still held by the developers should be handed back to the Owner’s Management Company by September 30th20 11, in a process known as vesting.

Outstanding questions arise for us in relation to our development, as we don’t believe that all of the common areas that are bounded by our development should be included in the areas vested to our Management Company on September 30th. Primarily this is because we believe that these areas are being used as public roads and access and therefore should be taken in charge by the Council.

We are concerned that the Planning Department of the Council may advise the developer to transfer common areas to the Owner's Management Company that should, in fact, be transferred to the local authority by the Taking in Charge process.

Please find attached a list of areas/roads within our development which we believe should not be included in the common areas vested by the developers and which should, in fact, be taken in charge by the local authority.

Also, attached is a question and two motions which we would greatly appreciate if you, or one of your council colleagues, could place to the management of the Planning Department at the next Council meeting.
